Training Framework for supporting families impacted by imprisonment
A structured training approach should include:
Core training (for all staff)
· Understanding parental imprisonment and its impact
· Trauma-informed practice
· Communication skills and having sensitive conversations
· Confidentiality and information sharing
Enhanced training (for targeted roles)
· Working with complex family dynamics
· Supporting children’s emotional wellbeing
· Multi-agency coordination and case management
Specialist training (for expert roles)
· Advanced trauma and attachment
· Safeguarding in the context of parental imprisonment
· Working with justice system partners
Delivery methods may include:
· Workshops and face-to-face training
· E-learning modules
· Case study discussions
· Joint training across agencies
What this means in practice:
· Build consistency across the workforce
· Ensure training is ongoing, not one-off
· Align training with wider Family Hub and BSIL priorities
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
